| Summary |

Kyusun CHA started “Buncheong Painting” as an advanced experiment
trying the similar production method to that of Buncheong porcelain.
By mixing the porcelain clay used to produce Buncheong porcelain with
fastening pigment, he spreads it on the canvas surface and applies the
entire part with white acrylic paints. Before the paints, he completes
the work by drawing or scractching figures of scenery using wooden
spatula or branches. He depicts scenery that is sometimes real and
sometimes unreal during this stage. The scenery appeared in his work
remain not as an object but as a place of thinking. For Kyusun CHA, the
form of Buncheong painting made it possible to approach thinking about
new scenery, gaze and subject.
